Proper care and maintenance should begin as soon as timber
products arrive on-site.

As a natural product, timber is sensitive to climatic changes,
which can cause swelling, raised grain, splitting or resin bleed
over time. It is possible to minimise the risk of this by:

B Finish dry timber with a minimum of two (2) coats of high-grade
top-caat, following the paint manufacturer's recommendations.
